Then spend some time praying for that
thing and surrendering the control of it to Christ as you untie
the knot.

Jesus’ mission was to bring salvation to the lost so that they would
see the Father as He truly is. This is the same mission He gives to all
who receive His salvation. This is your mission. Remembering the
scene from The Passion of Jesus being beaten and hung on the
cross, He did this for people who may never get a chance to hear
what He did for them. He gave you a very important mission to tell
them.

Your Jerusalem:

1. Make a list of the people in your sphere of influence you want to
see come to know Christ and stand innocent before Him. Spend
some time praying for them.

2. Ask God to give you ideas of how to get into a spiritual
conversation with them and then share the Gospel with them.
